From last week’s message on Joel... The Israelites were not walking with God so Joel was sent to them. 

Why? (were they being corrected?) 
 They had stopped putting God first 
 They were putting wine, food and luxuries before God 

What (did God do?) 
 He stripped them of their food, oil, wine and luxuries by 

sending 4 devastating swarms of locusts to destroy the land 

What? (should the Israelites do?) 

 Repent and come back to God 
 They need to show they were serious (by depriving them 

selves of comfort and  necessity in the wearing of sackcloth 
and through fasting) 

 They needed to do it together 
 They needed to recognise it was God’s work 

What? (does God do?) 

 He blesses us and restores us 

Why? (does He do this?) 

 To show that He is the Lord 
 To show that we belong to Him 

We need to show 
God we mean 
repentance on 
the inside and 

outside. 
We need to tear 

not just our 
clothes but our 
hearts until we 

are broken inside.
